City Administrator Kathy Bailey reported that she recently spoke with a representative




from Star Equipment, Inc. regarding the air dock levelers in the Century building. 




Bailey was informed that the system has been repaired in the past and it was their




recommendation to replace the hydraulic dock levelers with an airbag system at a cost of

 


$10,722.00.

The board questioned the past use and care that Kerry has given to the air 




dock leveler system and suggested having a third party look at them and make 




recommendation on replacing them.

Mr. Golly agreed to the lease amount but requested an increase in section 8

 

of the agreement for payment for input up to a maximum of $450.00 if the land is taken



for development after the crop has been planted.
