Bailey informed the board that the pre-demolition environmental survey of the building


located at 207/209 North Main Street has been completed and it was reported that  




asbestos is not present in the building.  Bailey stated that demolition of the building is  




not as urgent due to this finding.

Zitnak shared that from his recent discussions with Mayor Hammond it has been 



recommended that the EDA, BEISCO and FCRDC meet to review the existing 




properties and develop a plan for use and development.  Piggott agreed that soil borings




should be conducted and infrastructure costs determined.  Malecha requested that 




Piggott provide an outline of what needs to be done.
