Century Building.


City Administrator Kathy Bailey provided correspondence from Tim Resinour of



Zenk Read Trygstad & Associates, Inc. regarding the recent review of the Century



Building moisture issue.  In his letter Resinour addressed three principle concerns with 



the building which include the vapor barrier, ventilation and lighting.  Resinour noted



that the Century Building was originally designed as a spec building as such there was



no ventilation and minimal lighting provided.  The intent was for the tenant to make the 



improvements necessary for their use.  Bailey shared that in Resinour’s review, without



a make-up air unit providing a minimum 2500 CFM in the building, the moisture issue



will not be resolved.  



The board discussed their concerns that the air exchange should have been addressed



by the architect earlier.  Bailey stated that they would be reviewing the specifications



for the building to determine what was originally required to be installed for ventilation



in the Century Building.  The board expressed their desire to resolve the issue soon.
